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Welcome to The Pond Plant Girl!  Welcome!  I’m glad that you’re here.  I am your host, Gail Gates.  And, you asked for it?  You got it!  We’re gonna talk about exploding ants!  Woo hoo!  Okay.  This is what you do to make those little guys explode.  What you want to do is to go to the store and buy some regular baking yeast, the kind that you buy for making bread.  Mix it up with some molasses, or some corn syrup, or even some bacon grease.  Put it in a little cap, like a soda cap, for the ants to come.  That will be their little trap.  What will happen is the ants will eat it.  They can resist.  And because they have an exoskeleton, they cannot expand.  And they will POP! Like popcorn!  It’s cool and disgusting, and you’ll like it.
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Alrighty then… Remember this?  We talked about the water cone?  Okay? Well this is something else you can do with a soda bottle.  You can make your seeds grow really fast.  Like twice as fast as they would normally grow inside your house or in your garden.  It’s a soda bottle.  You’ve got about 2 inches of soil at the bottom.  I just put some Miracle Grow soil in there with my hands.  We are gonna be watching my carrot seeds grow.  Just put the carrot seeds in and maybe a little bit of soil on top, and a little bit of water.  Cap the top, and voila!  You’ll have plants before you know it.  Just cut it open and put it in your garden.  

Watering your plants.  Now that the weather is getting warmer you need to pay attention to your plants needs.  Now please, the best time to water your plants is in the morning.  I don’t want to see you out there watering them at high noon because it won’t do them any much good.  The sun will just go “suck” and the water will be all gone, and you’ll just say, “Oh!  Why are my plants dying?”  Water them in the morning.  That is the best time.  If you water them at night you will endanger them of those mealy things and bugs that like the moisture at night.  So, first thing in the morning is the very best time.  Also, I don’t want to see you watering on the flowers.  It’s the soil that needs the water.  Not the foliage.  Not the flowers.  So those are a few things to remember, and its okay.  A lot of times I will water the foliage just to get the dust off.  But for watering purposes, just water the soil.  
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Okay… Ants!  Let’s talk some more about ant!  When I was working up North, I was inspecting grounding lines for telephone poles.  And I was standing on an ant hill!  It was those little red-black ones, and they started crawling up my body.  I’m going, “Doo-die-doo inspecting the lines.  Doo-die-doo!”  And when I looked down, AH! I was covered with these ants!  They were in my shirt and they were down my pants!  And I didn’t know to do, so I go ripping off my clothes.  And I was still covered with ants.  So I yelled, “Help!  Help!”  But in my mind I was yelling, “911!” But all I could say was, “Help!  Help!”  
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So, I ran to this nice lady’s house.  Sorry, I don’t remember your name.  I ran to her house.  I knock on the door and she answers.  And I say, “Please help me! I’m covered with ants!  They attacked me!  I’m standing in her doorway in my underwear.  Her husband is sitting back there in the living room going, “mmm!”  She was very nice.  She let me into her house.  I took a shower and got all the nasty ants off, spread them all over her bathtub, and I left.  So, thank you very much.
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Alrightie then… Water Wiggler!  Mom!  Mom, mom, mom…  I found your water wiggler.  I don’t have it here to show you and I can’t figure out how to make it work.  I’m the kind of person that has trouble with the remote control.  Ask my husband. 
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Some parts of the country, you have really nasty biting ants.  And they’ll go, hack!  And they’ll take a big chunk out of your skin.  Now I’m not doing this again, but I’m going to show this to you.  This is organic ant cream.  Now watch this next clip and I’m gonna show you what I did with the ant cream.
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Okay, another thing I have… thank you to Horton’s Farm.  If you are in an area of the United States...  let me get that closer, if you are in an area of the United States and have ants that come by and bite you.  And there are some like that.  Then, you can use this ant first aide.  It’s not for the ants.  It’s for the kids and for yourself.  It’s very organic.  I’ve been told to eat it.  So…  it smells like… suntan lotion.  Ready?  Ah!
